Chairman Dennis Hameister called a public hearing to order at 7:32 PM on May 14, 2007. Members in attendance were Vice Chairman Christopher Lee, Supervisor Clifford Warner and Supervisor Charles Graham. Also in attendance were Harris Township Manager Amy Farkas, Zoning/Ordinance Enforcement Officer Todd Shea, Township Engineer Don Franson and Centre Region Planner D.J. Liggett.

The purpose of the hearing was to consider Ordinance 268. Ordinance 268 amends Chapter 8, entitled “Motor Vehicles and Traffic” by amending Section 1.31 limitations on parking on certain streets. No parking areas would be created on the following streets: South Church Street (east side from Main Street to Chambers Alley), East Main Street (south side from Church Street to Academy Street), West Main Street (south side from 116 West Main to Church Street), Loop Road (south side from Main Street to Torrey Lane), Tennis Street (both sides from West Main Street to West Pine Street), Laurel Meadow Lane (both sides, entire distance), Mount Pleasant Drive (both sides, entire distance), Banner Way (both sides, entire distance), Gaylord Lane (both sides, entire distance), Round Hill Road (both sides, entire distance) and West Crestview Avenue (entire length of cul-de-sac).


Chairman Hameister asked for public input. None was received. Supervisor Graham moved to close the hearing at 7:34 PM. It was seconded by Supervisor Warner. The motion was approved unanimously.
