Public Hearing
Minutes of August 13, 2007

Chairman Hameister called to order a public hearing on August 13, 2007 at 7:31 PM in the Township meeting room.  In attendance were Supervisor Clifford Warner, Supervisor Charles Graham and Vice Chair Christopher Lee.

The purpose of the hearing was to consider Ordinance No. 271, amending Chapter 11, entitled, “Subdivision and Land Development” by amending Section 11-4.12.4, Water Supply Requirements; Developments Not Served By Community Water Systems. 

Ms. Farkas said the Planning Commission drafted an ordinance which permits the installation of sprinkler systems in one and two family dwelling units, changes the location of a tank from 750 feet from the lot line to 750 feet from the building setback line and allows for tank installation to be delayed until a structure is built on the property, provided surety is posted.  She said that per the Board’s recommendation, the language in the ordinance allows surety to be posted in five year renewable increments. 

Chairman Hameister asked for public input.  Mr. DiMuccio requested that they not require surety to be posted.  No other comments were received.  

Supervisor Warner motioned to close the public hearing at 7:33 and Supervisor Lee seconded the motion.
