SPRINGFIELD COMMONS FINAL LAND DEVELOPMENT PLAN– 


BUILDING AREAS 29 AND 30 REVISIONS:

Mr. Shea said building areas 30 and 29 in Springfield Commons needed to be redrawn because a unit was built outside the buildable area.  He said a revised plan was submitted and all the comments from staff have been addressed.  
Mr. Shea added that there is one waiver request of Chapter 11, Article III, Section 1.  It was approved with the original plan, however, it will need to be approved a second time with the final plan.

REQUEST TO USE THE BOALSBURG FIRE POLICE:

Ms. Farkas said Centre Hall Borough is requesting the use of the Boalsburg Fire Police for traffic control during the Centre Hall Fireman’s Parade on June 7, 2008 at 4:00 PM.  
She said pursuant to an earlier request by Supervisor Graham, staff asked the Township Solicitor last year about the possibility of doing blanket approvals so that the Board doesn’t have to continue to do an approval for each and every event.  He said that it is acceptable for the Township to provide a blanket approval for the use of the fire police by a certain fire company.
