PROPOPOSED ORDINANCE 279: REVISIONS TO THE MOBILE HOME PARK ORDINANCE:

Ms. Farkas said proposed Ordinance 279 revises the Township’s existing mobile home park ordinance.  Specifically, it revises several sections of the ordinance to reflect that mobile home lots can either be leased or conveyed by the park owner to the owner of a mobile/manufactured home erected on the lot. Several minor editorial changes were also included.
