Chairman Warner called the meeting of the Harris Township Board of Supervisors October 10, 2011 public hearing to order at 7:32 PM. 

CALL TO ORDER:

PROPOSED ORDINANCE 296: AMENDING THE AGRICULUTRAL REGULATIONS TO ADD FARM WINERY AS A PERMITTED USE:

Ms. Farkas said Proposed Ordinance 296 amends the Township's agricultural regulations to add farm winery as a permitted use. The proposed ordinance aims to protect the integrity of the agricultural zoning district by requiring a minimum of two acres to be planted and used in the production of the wine and by only permitting events that directly relate to wine (i.e. wine tasting, wine instruction).

Chairman Warner called for comments on the proposed ordinance by the public in attendance. 
Terry Williams, representative for Mount Nittany Winery, said he is in favor of the proposed ordinance and asked that the Board motion tonight for its approval. The ordinance protects the agricultural operation of the winery, while addressing traffic concerns by clearly stipulating permitted events. 

Ken Hull, resident, said he is in support of Mount Nittany winery’s position on the ordinance and hopes that they will be permitted to continue operation once it is passed.
