Regular Meeting

Minutes of December 13, 2004 

 

 

The regular meeting of the Harris Township Board of Supervisors was called to order on December 13, 2004, at 7:30 p.m. in the Township meeting room by Chairman Charles Graham. In attendance were Supervisor Dennis Hameister, Supervisor Chris Lee, Supervisor Cliff Warner, and Supervisor Nigel Wilson.
Also in attendance were Harris Township Manager Kristin Clark; Todd Shea, Zoning/Ordinance Enforcement Officer; Phyllis Favorite, Staff Assistant; D.J. Liggett, CRPA; Matthew Wiegand and Kristina Yezdiner, C-NET; Greg Mussi and Jim Steff, COG; Tom Songer, GTW Associates; Mary Lou Bennett and Greg Shufran for Weldon Minor Subdivision; Fred Henry, Henry Surveys; Donna and Ken Henney, Flipse/Henney Minor Subdivision; Kevin Abbey, State Theatre; and Harris Township residents Earl Kesler and Marvin Risius.

 

 

Call To Order

 

Chairman Graham led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

 

Public Hearing – 2005 Harris Township Operating Budget
 


Chairman Graham called the Public Hearing for comment on the 2005 Harris Township Budget to order. Ms. Clark reported that the 2005 Harris Township Operating Budget proposed General Fund expenditures are $1,431,336.00, with expenditures of $729,083.00 from special funds and borrowed funds. The budget was tentatively adopted November 8, and has been available for inspection at the Township office since that time. Chairman Graham asked for comments about the proposed budget.

 


Kevin Abbey, representing the State Theatre of State College, asked to address the Board and requested that they reconsider their rejection of funding for the State Theatre project. He noted that, in addition to State College Borough, the townships of Patton and Ferguson had made donations toward the project, while College Township is fiscally unable at this time. He added that the grant given by Governor Rendell is a dollar-for-dollar matching challenge grant, and it is hoped to have all local municipalities participate in the fund drive toward the project.

 


With no further comments, Chairman Graham adjourned the Public Hearing at 7:37 p.m., and began the Regular Meeting.

 

Approval of Minutes

 

 

Supervisor Hameister moved to approve the minutes of October 27, 2004, Budget Session. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. Supervisor Lee asked that a statement attributed to him, that user fees could be used for some community projects so that instead of using borrowed funds for these the Board could raise taxes, be removed from the minutes. The motion was approved unanimously as changed. 

 

Supervisor Warner moved to approve the minutes of the November 3, 2004, Budget Session. Supervisor Hameister seconded the motion. Supervisor Lee asked that a statement attributed to him, that future tax increases should be used to fund forthcoming capital expenditures instead of borrowing, be removed from the minutes. The motion was approved unanimously as changed.
 

Supervisor Hameister moved to approve the minutes of the November 8, 2004, Board meeting. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. Supervisor Lee asked that a statement be added to the minutes noting that if he voted against the Springfield Commons Revised Master Plan, it would be because he thinks the Loop Road/Torrey Lane project should be improved at the developer’s expense. The motion was approved unanimously as changed.
 

 

Public Comments
 

 


Chairman Graham asked for comments regarding items that were not on the agenda. Supervisor Lee called attention to the need for volunteers for the Authorities, Boards, and Commissions (ABCs) for the Township. Ms. Clark noted that two vacancies exist on the Tree Commission, as well as one for the C-NET Board. She added that applications to serve on an ABC are accepted year around, and residents are encouraged to apply.

 


Chairman Graham thanked those who worked on Colonial Christmas in Boalsburg, held Sunday, December 5. Supervisor Hameister added that the Village area was nicely decorated, and called special attention to the decorations on the street lamps.

 


Chairman Graham thanked the Supervisors as a Board for a great year, and spoke to how well the year had gone for the Township.

 

 

 

TOWNSHIP BUSINESS
 

 

A. Weldon Minor Subdivision

 


Mr. Shea reported that Staff received a minor subdivision plan from Greg Shufran, P.L.S., for the creation of three lots on Beaumont Drive from the property of Carolyn Weldon. The lots are served by public water and sewer, and will front both Beaumont Drive and Circle Drive. At the time of preparing the agenda, Staff had completed two reviews of the plan, and of the four items outstanding at that time, one has been completed, and three are still to be addressed. Additionally, a Sewage Facilities Planning Module Exemption postcard must be completed and signed by Staff once documentation has been provided by UAJA that the plant has capacity, which Mr. Shea said he does not foresee as a problem. Once completed, the postcard can be sent to DEP for action. He recommended the Subdivision’s approval, pending completion of the outstanding items.

 


Supervisor Lee moved to approve the Weldon Minor Subdivision Plan, contingent upon satisfactory completion of the following three outstanding ordinance citation items: Chapter 11, Article III, Section 1.4.1, Execute land surveyor block; Chapter 11, Article III, Section 1.4.2, Execute owner signature block; Chapter 11, Article IV, Section 13.2.3, Execute Fire Company signature block; and the receipt of an approval letter from DEP regarding planning module exemption. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. Chairman Graham questioned whether the Fire Company is consulted before plans are approved, and that in the future they should sign off on the plans before they are submitted. Mr. Shea responded that in this particular situation the Fire Company was consulted, and that there was no adverse comment. Additionally, he stated he never asks for approval of a subdivision plan without the Fire Company’s input, since they review hydrant locations and the like. The motion was approved unanimously.
 

 

B. Flipse/Henney Minor Subdivision


Mr. Shea noted Staff received a minor plan from Henry Surveys for two properties on the Hill where the property owners wish to revise the lot lines, creating a total of four lots of which two are already developed. Fred Henry, of Henry Surveys, added that it is a reordering of the current and proposed lots. Mr. Shea stated that as of the agenda there were four items yet to be completed, as well as the Sewage Facilities Planning Module Exemption, similar to the Weldon Minor Subdivision. As of the meeting, three of the four requirements have been met. The only outstanding item is the Fire Company signature block and the DEP postcard.

 


Supervisor Warner moved to approve the Flipse/Henney Minor Subdivision Plan, contingent upon satisfactory completion of the outstanding ordinance citation, Chapter 11, Article IV, Section 13.2.3, Execute Fire Company signature block; and the receipt of an approval letter from DEP regarding planning module exemption. Supervisor Wilson seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

 

C. Springfield Commons Waiver Request

 

Mr. Shea recounted that when the Board approved the revised Springfield Commons Master Plan in November, it was noted that the developer had to submit a waiver request to allow the Final Land Development Plan (FLDP) to be submitted prior to the three-month moratorium imposed by the MPC, which the developer, Tom Songer, has done. Mr. Shea added that the developer had asked that he be allowed to submit a preliminary plan, rather than a final plan, for land development for approval, to allow him to begin infrastructure construction while the final plan is considered. Mr. Shea noted that the Township could not approve that part of the request, which Mr. Songer had also requested in the past, because PRDs do not have a preliminary plan, only a final LDP. Upon review by Staff and the Township Solicitor, it is required by the MPC that a final land development plan be submitted for approval for PRDs, as well as specific indication that surety must be posted for all improvements before any on-site work can begin. He also cautioned that the merits of the request could not take place, as the Township cannot legally permit the request.

 

Supervisor Lee moved to approve the waiver request allowing the Final Land Development Plan for Springfield Commons to be submitted by the developer prior to the three-month moratorium imposed by the MPC. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 

 

 

D. Property Maintenance Code

 

 Ms. Clark noted that at the November 22 COG General Forum meeting a draft model Property Maintenance Code was referred to the municipalities for adoption. The Property Maintenance Code is not required by Pennsylvania Act 45 (Uniform Construction Code), and can be tailored to each municipality’s needs, if desired. She said that she and Code Director Greg Mussi met to discuss the Township’s options for implementation of the model ordinance. The Township’s property maintenance code was adopted in 1999, and a rental permit revocation ordinance was adopted in 2003, and she pointed out the copies of the Ordinances, numbers 198 and 234, as well as the model ordinance, that were included with the Board’s information. She said there are three options for action: 1) do nothing; 2) keep the current property maintenance code in effect and adopt only those sections desired as amendments, or 3) adopt the model ordinance without Chapter 10, Rental Permit Revocation. She introduced Mr. Mussi to answer any questions the Board might have.

 

Mr. Mussi stated he believed that option 3, adopt the model ordinance without Chapter 10, was a good choice, especially since the Township has its own ordinance addressing the chapter’s intent. Chairman Graham asked if the Board should review that chapter and select portions of it to adopt.  Mr. Mussi responded that it had taken quite a while to produce Chapter 10, and that it would be quite an ordeal to do so. He added that Chapter 10 was tailored specifically for State College Borough. Mr. Graham asked about the difference in the timeline for violations. Mr. Mussi stated with the new weighted points that the time was reduced from 2 years to 1. However, while he had thought the Township’s requirement was 1 year, it is actually 18 months.

 

Supervisor Hameister expressed concern with the integration of stronger response against the owner for criminal and civil violations by renters, and why landlords would be held liable for their renters’ actions. Mr. Mussi answered that, since that area was more applicable to the Borough, he would recommend keeping the language preferred by the Board. He also recommended adopting the requirement that carbon monoxide detectors be required in rental units. He said they are very affordable, and should be in place for all units where fossil fuel is used. They are not required for private homes at this time.

 

Supervisor Lee stated he preferred adopting the second option, adding the section dealing with carbon monoxide detectors, especially in light of a tragedy that occurred recently in College Township in a rental unit. Mr. Lee moved to retain the current property maintenance code, adopt the section dealing with the installation of carbon monoxide detectors, and add the chapter concerning the Fire Code. Supervisor Wilson seconded the motion. Ms. Clark announced this would add an entire separate section, and that she would research the language for the amendments. The motion passed unanimously.

 

 

E. Transportation Related Discussion Items
 

           Ms. Clark noted the items enclosed with the agenda that include a list from Supervisor Warner presented to the COG Transportation Committee at its December 7, 2004, meeting identifying transportation issues that may and will impact Harris Township and a letter from PennDOT regarding construction. She noted that PennDOT plans to detour traffic on Business Route 322 and Route 45, which will directly impact Harris and College townships. PennDOT has asked that the Board discuss this and forward any comments to them. It is recommended there be a public hearing set, and ask PennDOT how this also fits into their plan to redo the intersection at Bear Meadows and the Elks Club.
 


Supervisor Lee questioned what PennDOT would do with the comments. He said he thought the comment request by PennDOT is more going through the motions than the desire for true input. Ms. Liggett agreed to an extent, but pointed out that by asking to have a representative from PennDOT at the hearing residents could ask questions about the issues. 
 

Chairman Graham suggested that the second Board meeting in January be dedicated to the work session with the Planning Commission to be held as planned, and then hold the Public Meeting following the session, due to the need to notify Township residents in a timely fashion. Ms. Clark stated she would check on the possibility of having a PennDOT representative attend on that date, or the February Board meeting.
 

Ms. Clark asked the Board to comment on Supervisor Warner’s report, as well as the letter from PennDOT. By general consent, the Board agreed to forward to the COG Transportation Committee the following comments:
 

1. That the Board requests data on what the impact would be from routing traffic on Route 26 onto Route 45 in order to bypass downtown State College. Additionally, they would like to investigate the possibility of a southern bypass around State College, and whether it would be a desirable improvement.
 

2. The Board wants confirmation that the left turn arrows at the intersection of Route 322/Warner Boulevard/Shingletown Road are included on the TIP, or that they are added. It was noted that the Board listed this as a transportation priority in 2003, and is under the impression that it is currently listed on the TIP.
 

3. That the detour of Route 322 during construction on the Mt. Nittany Expressway be discussed at the public meeting the Board plans to hold with PennDOT in late January.
 

4. That the Bear Meadows Road/Elks Club Road project be discussed at the public meeting with PennDOT, as well as at the COG Transportation Committee meeting as a regional issues, as it relates to the detouring of traffic.
 

5. That funding for the Loop Road project was requested for inclusion on the TIP, and what is the status of the request.
 

6. That the safety upgrades should be made to Route 322 between State College and Potters Mills as part of a long-term plan to improve this area.
 

 

 

F. Township Logo

 


Ms. Clark noted the entries included with the agenda for the Township logo contest, and called attention to the entries from the Boalsburg Elementary 5th grade posted in the window of the Township building. She asked that the Supervisors review the entries and identify if there is one clear winner, or if parts of entries should be combined. Staff will then proceed to develop a final drawing for the Board’s approval. She added that the logo should be easily reproducible, and that it may be best to not have too much detail. Supervisor Lee commended the fifth grade teachers and their students for their participation. 
 


By general consent, the Board will send their ideas from the entries, and a logo will be designed.
 

 

G. Change from Occupational Privilege Tax (OPT) to Emergency Municipal Services Tax (EMST)
 


Ms. Clark noted there have been several discussions over the last several weeks regarding changing from the current $10.00 OPT to a levy of $52.00 for EMST. The EMST is paid to the municipality the employee works in, not the municipality where the employee lives. Those municipalities adopting the new tax can lower their property taxes as a result of this increased revenue, if they choose. She noted that, since the agenda was prepared, the Borough and Patton Township plan to adopt the EMST, and that Ferguson Township’s manager is recommending to their Board that they not adopt the tax at this time, but take a year to evaluate its impact. She called the Board’s attention to a previous memo outlining the EMST, and analyzing its impact on the Township. She pointed out the possibility of $30,000.00 in revenue after exemptions are figured in. If the Board chooses to enact the new levy, the revenue must be used for police or emergency services, road construction, or to reduce property tax. 
 

Ms. Clark pointed out that, if the Board chooses to reduce property tax, it is recommended the decrease be by .2 mills, which is equal to the additional revenue from the EMST. This would benefit all properties in the Township, both commercial and residential, with commercial properties realizing a greater gain. A downside of the EMST includes the fact that, while both commercial and residential properties see a reduction, employees would have a significant rise in their occupational tax. Also, property taxes cannot be reduced one year, and then raised the next; if the Homestead Exemption Act (Act 50 of 1998) is enacted, taxes could not be raised in the same year. With the Homestead Exemption, homeowners, not commercial property owners, would receive the benefit, if that were the Board’s preference. However, the Homestead Exemption is more difficult to apply, and Staff would need time to determine the exemption level. There is a concern about lowering property taxes, then not realizing enough revenue from the EMST. Finally, the EMST and the Homestead Exemption could be done simultaneously, but the Township could not raise property taxes also.
 

Supervisor Lee stated he did not believe the tax was fair, and stated that it is a regressive tax. Chairman Graham stated that the tax should be uniform throughout the region, and that the exemption be at $5,200.00, and not as little as the current $1,000.00. Supervisor Hameister stated this is a result of the legislators in Harrisburg being unable or unwilling to develop decent tax reform, and that this was developed to help large urban areas in the state. Jim Steff, COG Director, stated there was discussion at the municipal managers’ meeting about the complexity of the tax, and the difficulty of keeping track of exemptions at two different rates. Ms. Clark added that few of the rural municipalities would enact the tax. She noted that 20% of the residents in Harris Township earn under $5,200. Supervisor Wilson took exception to the idea of taxing further those who earn so little, and called the new tax regressive, and declared he would not support it. Supervisor Lee suggested the Board wait a year to have time to examine all the options, and to decide which direction was best.
 

Supervisor Hameister moved to keep the current Occupational Privilege Tax, and to take calendar year 2005 to examine the impact of the Homestead Exemption Act and the EMST before making a recommendation for year 2006. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. The motion was approved 4 to 1, with Chairman Graham voting against the motion, stating he felt this was unfair to the Township’s property tax payers.
 

 

H. Resolution 04-20 Appropriating Sums for COG Programs
 


Ms. Clark reported that the 2005 COG Budget was approved at the November 22, 2004, COG General Forum. She informed the Board that since the agenda was distributed, budget had been revised, with reductions in several areas. The amounts Harris Township will contribute are: COG Administration: $23,206.00; Emergency Management: $4,804.00; Schlow Memorial Library: $60,239.00; Centre Regional Planning Agency/MPO: $61,318.00; Parks and Recreation: $90,052.00; Park Forest/Welch pools: $7,662.00; Pools Capital: $2,540.00; Nature Centre: $2,032.00; and Senior Citizens Center: $5,474.00. COG Building Capital: $971.00.Total contribution to COG from the Township: $258,298. She noted that some items are costs based on usage by the Township. The 2005 COG Budget needs to be approved by each municipality by December 31, 2004.

 

Supervisor Lee moved to approve Resolution 04-20 appropriating the specific contributions to 2005 COG programs from the Township General Funds. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

 

 

 

I.  Resolution 04-21 Establishing Property Tax Rates for 2005
 


Ms. Clark noted that the Second Class Township Code requires that municipalities adopt the tax rates for all property taxes levied via resolution. The amount is determined by the prior discussion regarding adoption or rejection of the EMST. She added that the Board should adopt a resolution that retains current property tax levels. Chairman Graham noted that there was a reduction in taxes on fire hydrants and the street light fund.
 


Supervisor Lee moved to adopt Resolution 04-21, establishing the Township property tax rates for the fiscal year 2005. Supervisor Hameister seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
 

 

 

J. ​Resolution 04-22, Adopting the 2005 Harris Township Budget
 


Ms. Clark reiterated that the budget was tentatively adopted November 8, 2004, and a public hearing was held earlier in the current meeting. She added that the amount of the budget is now $2,159,372, which is a change because of the reduction in the COG budget.
 


Chairman Graham recognized Kevin Abbey of the State Theatre. Mr. Graham advised Mr. Abbey that in budget discussions the Board had decided they would prefer to see individual Township residents support the Theatre, rather than commit Township funds, and that it was more important to see people support it on their own, not take money from taxes. Ms. Clark added that there is an $11,071.00 positive balance of unspent remaining funds for the Township, which is a small cushion.
 


Mr. Abbey said he understands the rationale behind the thinking, but wanted to inform the Board that the Theatre is working to raise private contributions already. Their intent is to establish support from parts of government, from private citizens, and from foundations. When working with foundations, they expect to see strong municipal support before they will commit funds. He said the governor’s commitment to economic development in awarding the State Theatre a grant was significant, but there are still matching funds to be raised. Supervisor Hameister said he questions the state’s decision in determining economic development, especially in light of the rejection by the state of commitment of funds for a fire fighting training site, which would enhance the attractiveness of the area for new businesses. 
 


Supervisor Lee countered that the health of the region is linked to the health of its center, which is State College. He said it is important to create a culture that is inviting, such that knowledge workers would be attracted, particularly with Penn State. Mr. Abbey added that it is the only remaining stable performing arts venue in the Centre Region. Mr. Hameister responded that if culture is to be attracted to the area, it should also be protected. Also, a budget cushion of $11,000.00 is very tight. Ms. Clark remarked that this is a reflection of the Township’s 2005 budget, but that there is an adequate contingency fund balance available in the Township’s reserve, as well as about $79,000.00 carryover projected for the end of the year.
 


Supervisor Lee stated he would like to see the Township support the State Theatre. He would also like to see support for the Boal Mansion equal to the support now being given each year in the Township budget for the Boalsburg Heritage Museum. He stated he understands there is no prevailing desire to do so on the part of the Board, and he would vote for the budget anyway despite this.
 


Supervisor Wilson moved to adopt Resolution 04-22, summarizing and approving the 2005 Harris Township Budget. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
 

 

K. Resolution 04-23 Designating Depositories for Harris Township
 


Ms. Clark noted that the Township is required by the Second Class Township Code to designate certain depositories for holding Township funds. She added that there are no additions or deletions for the list proposed for 2005.
 

Supervisor Lee moved to approve Resolution 04-23, designating Omega Bank, Nittany Bank, PNC Bank, Pennsylvania Local Government Investment Trust (PLGIT), Commonwealth Bank and Trust, Sovereign Bank, and Citizens Bank as depositories for Harris Township accounts for 2005. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

 

 

L. Resolution 04-24 Setting Township Manager’s Salary for 2005
 


Supervisor Lee moved to adopt Resolution 04-24 setting the Township Manager’s salary at $52,920.00 for fiscal year 2005. Supervisor Wilson seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
 

 

M. Resolution 04-25 Amended Penn State In-Lieu Agreement
 


Ms. Clark reported that the County Commissioners and the managers of State College Borough, and Ferguson, Harris, and Patton townships have reached agreement with Penn State on an amended settlement agreement that will be in place for 20 years, rather than the 18 months notice-to-cancel provision previously adopted. The initial agreement was approved in 1992, and provided for a settlement of litigation about the tax-exempt status of some Penn State properties, as well as the payment of fees in lieu of real estate taxes. The University agrees to go by the CPI, and also increased their base by $100,000.00. The negotiations have taken at least two years, and this is likely the best agreement the municipalities can make. The State College School District and Benner Township have separate agreements with Penn State.
 


Supervisor Lee moved to approve Resolution 04-25, the Amended Settlement Agreement with Penn State University, and authorize Chairman Graham to execute the agreement on the Township’s behalf. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.
 

 

MANAGER’S REPORT

 


Ms. Clark presented her written report. She pointed out the approval of the Safe Routes to School grant application by Centre County MPO in the amount of $128,255.00, and that the next step is for its approval by the State Transportation Commission. The funding availability is for March 2005. She added that there was short notice for the Township to apply, given the problem with the Bikepath sinkhole that occurred in May, that all municipalities had the same opportunity to apply, and that Don Franson and she put in a great deal of effort preparing the grant application and the presentation on such short notice. The vote was very close, with the County Commissioners and College Township voting against the Township’s receiving it.
 


Supervisor Hameister stated he has been approached by residents regarding the need for installing a streetlight at the intersection of Route 45 and Linden Hall Road. Visibility at that intersection is poor, and there have been several accidents. Chairman Graham agreed, and added that, in addition to a streetlight, more preceding notification of the intersection should be made. Ms. Clark reminded them that the location is in a PennDOT right-of-way, and the Township would contact PennDOT to see if they will approve. After that, arrangements could be made with Allegheny Power. She also noted that a letter would have to be sent to adjoining property owners of the installation, and that they would be assessed for the lighting.
 


Supervisor Lee asked if Township residents would be notified so they could respond to the creation of the Official Map. Ms. Clark said that is part of the procedure when developing an Official Map. He also asked about the repairs to the bridge at Mountain Road. Ms. Clark reported that the bridge was damaged from Hurricane Ivan, and that it is not open to its full width. She is waiting for steel plates to be inserted to make the whole width available, and as soon as the emergency repair permit from DEP is received, the project can be bid for repairs this winter.
 


Chairman Graham asked if Aaron Teel had been reached so the Loop Road/Torrey Lane project could proceed. Ms. Clark replied that she has made Mr. Teel aware of the options for the purchase of the land in question, and that a recommendation of action would be made to the Board at the January 3, 2005 meeting.
 


Supervisor Lee commended Al Klinger for the grant he secured from DEP for the Township used toward the purchase of a new leaf machine and the leaf boxes. He also commended the Maintenance Crew for the leaf removal, and Ms. Clark noted the favorable weather allowed the collection to be done 3 times in each neighborhood. Chairman Graham asked that a letter be sent the State Theatre on behalf of the Township stating that the Township supports them in their fund raising efforts, and will encourage the Township residents’ support. Supervisor Wilson suggested there be an article in the spring newsletter encouraging residents to support the State Theatre. 
 


Ms. Clark announced that the Township Appreciation Dinner has been tentatively scheduled for Saturday, February 26, 2005. It will be held at the Boalsburg Fire Hall.
 

 

APPROVAL OF VOUCHER SHEET 2004-12
 


Supervisor Hameister moved to approve Voucher Sheet 2004 -12, for a total expenditure of $119,607.35. Supervisor Warner seconded the motion. The motion to approve Voucher Sheet 2004 -12 was approved unanimously.

Ad Hoc Regional Parks &
