Minutes of June 12, 2006

The regular meeting of the Harris Township Board of Supervisors was called to order on June 12, 2006, at 7:30 p.m. in the Boalsburg Fire Hall by Chairman Clifford Warner. In attendance were Vice-Chairman Dennis Hameister, Supervisor Charles Graham, Supervisor Chris Lee, and Supervisor Nigel Wilson.

Approval of Minutes

Vice-Chairman Hameister moved to approve the minutes of the Public Hearing for the Harpster Farm Tentative Plan on May 8, 2006, as well as the minutes of the Regular Meeting on May 8, 2006. Supervisor Lee seconded the motion. The motion to approve the minutes as corrected was unanimous.
Public Comments

Chairman Warner asked for comment regarding items that were not on the agenda. 

Matt Keefer, College Township, said a petition had been given to the College Township Council regarding the traffic situation in Oak Hall, and the concern for safety of bicyclists and pedestrians on the state roads in that area. The roads include Boalsburg Road, Linden Hall Road, and Warner Boulevard. He said that the petitioners would like to see the 25 miles per hour speed limit extended on the affected roads and, since these particular roads enter into the Township, that he would like the support of Harris Township. Mr. Keefer added that there is support from a bicycle coalition, and that College Township will ask PennDOT to do a traffic study. The Board referred this matter to their July meeting.

Supervisor Lee asked Dianne Gregg to address the Linden Hall Bridge’s placement on the County’s Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). Ms. Gregg said that local residents are opposed to the creation of a bike path from Harris Township to Centre Hall, due to the lack of space to do so.


Supervisor Lee said a message should be sent to Tom Zilla of the Centre Regional Planning Agency (CRPA) stating that the Township would like to have the bike path removed from the LRTP. Supervisor Graham said the entire bike path should not be opposed, but rather relocated to Route 45. General discussion ensued.

By general consent, the Board asked Ms. Farkas to communicate its concerns regarding inclusion of the bike path on Brush Valley Road and Linden Hall Road on the LRTP to CRPA.


Supervisor Lee announced that there would be an Independence Day celebration held July 2nd at the Boal Mansion, beginning at 1:30. Tours will be free.


Supervisor Lee briefly addressed personal issues that were recently settled. He thanked everyone for their support.
TOWNSHIP BUSINESS

A. Harpster Farm Tentative Plan

Ms. Farkas reported that the Board had closed the public hearing on the Harpster Farm Tentative Plan at its May 8th meeting, after which an ad hoc committee was appointed and charged with finding consensus on the access issue. She noted a memorandum summarizing the findings of the committee. Ms. Farkas noted that Staff had reviewed the latest plan submitted by Traditions of America (TA) and that there were minor items still outstanding, as illustrated in Mr. Shea’s and Ms. Liggett’s review letters.

Ms. Farkas said the largest item still outstanding is TA’s traffic signal contributions. TA offered $50,000.00 to pay for a signal, but Staff had indicated that it wants the light at Boal Avenue and Earlystown Road paid for by the developer in its entirety, at an estimated $125,000.00. She said that, in exchange, the Township will make a good-faith effort to ask PennDOT to reconsider requiring a signal at Earlystown Road and the Route 322 off-ramp, as well as delaying the installation of the light at Boal Avenue and Earlystown Road until a later phase in development of the Harpster Farm. The developer responded with a counter offer of $62,500.00.

Vice-Chairman Hameister moved to approve the Harpster Farm Tentative PRD Plan as presented on May 5, 2006, contingent on satisfactory completion of review comments of the Zoning Officer, dated May 26, 2006, and the May 22, 2006 findings of the ad hoc committee, recommending a one-way, 12 to 14 foot raised crosswalk connection to the new development from Belle Avenue and Memorial Drive; the connections between the communities not made until Phase Three of the development; review of the latest set of plans presented on June 8th ; with the contribution by Traditions of America of $62,500.00 toward traffic signalization, and resolution of the traffic signalization of a second light; to direct staff to complete the necessary documents for approval of a tentative PRD plan, as per the Municipalities Planning Code (MPC), in the time frame required by the MPC. Supervisor Graham seconded the motion.


The Supervisors entered into a discussion regarding items still outstanding as of May 30th, including garage placements, separation distances and fire safety, and traffic signals. Van Winter, Boalsburg Fire Company Chief, said the current ordinance requires a water flow of 1,000 gallons per minute in order to place buildings less than 30 feet apart. He said the Fire Company’s position is that it would like to see the buildings separated as far as possible in order to limit exposure in a fire, and they would like to get the furthest distance they can get. He said that the 30-feet separation is acceptable, depending on the construction of the structures. He noted that in another PRD fire-resistant building materials were required for proximate buildings. He added that while 30 feet is adequate for some buildings, it is not for larger structures; additionally, 15 feet is not acceptable. Chief Winter said they had discussed this with TA and that they did speak to placing fire resistant materials on the most proximate buildings.

Terry Williams, attorney for Traditions of America, said the builder will build within the guidelines of the International Building Code, and that in his opinion the current plan complies with both the Building Code and the Township’s ordinances. They would look at fire retardant if appropriate, but reiterated the Building Code, as well as the water flow, would determine their willingness to add the retardant materials. 


Supervisor Graham questioned TA’s slight increase in its contribution to traffic signalization, and noted that PennDOT had required a second signal. Ron Seybert, Township Traffic Engineer, said that while it may be warranted, the Township may not have to install the second signal at the Route 322 exit; it is dependent on safety factors. Supervisor Lee said he understood them both to be warranted by PennDOT. Mr. Seybert agreed and advised that there should be two signals, but there is more information to address this that is needed from PennDOT. Supervisor Lee said he did not believe the $125,000.00 cost of a traffic signal for TA was significant compared to their potential profit and that they could finance more than they had agreed to at this point. General discussion ensued.

Mr. Williams said the developers were willing to contribute to the cost of the Route 45 and Boal Avenue signal. However, there did not seem to be significant justification for the signal at the off-ramp and the developers were not willing to agree to any contribution to that signal. Mr. Williams said it is difficult to require one developer to fund an entire signal when there are to be other developments in the future. He added that if the condition is placed that TA must pay for the entire signal as a condition, they would appeal that as an unreasonable requirement. He said that the $62,500.00 is their final offer toward traffic signalization.

Supervisor Lee asked Ms. Liggett about the issue of garage placements. Ms. Liggett said that in her comments since the beginning of the plan review process she has emphasized that the garages should be side or rear loaded in order to promote walkability. Supervisor Lee asked if the problem was that it would require too much land. Mr. Williams said the developer is studying the request, and that they are looking at turning the corner units to break up the view. Still, the developers will look at the corner units’ orientation. Supervisor Lee said the idea is to create walkability, and add to the design of the development. He further stated that he preferred better language in their plan saying they would address this. Supervisor Hameister added that in another PRD they purposely provided variety in the appearance of the housing to add interest. Ms. Liggett said the option is to require a certain percentage of the units changed, or minimally require that all corner units’ garages be moved. She said it should be a requirement and not merely a suggestion to consider. Supervisor Lee said that a condition should be added that at least 10 percent of the units are not front loaded.

Peter Marshall, Township resident and ad hoc committee facilitator, was asked to discuss the committee’s findings. Mr. Marshall gave an overview of the committee and its deliberations. He said the unanimous recommendation was that the streets be connected with a 12 or 14 foot cartway and signage designating that the road for emergency or authorized vehicles only, pending review by the Solicitor. If the signage was not permissible, the connections would be made one way into the new development.

Patrick Fanelli, Township Solicitor, said he was satisfied that the one-way in option was permissible under the Pennsylvania Second Class Township Code. He said that if the roads are public, and the Township accepts them as such, the roads must be kept open. The roads cannot be designated for emergency-only access. Mr. Marshall asked if the roads could be dedicated as rights-of-way. Mr. Fanelli responded that the Township does not have to accept them as public streets, but that they could become private roads with the 280 residents’ interest in them. He said he did not believe that would be a welcome option.

Bob Igo, Planning Commission Chairman and Shingletown Road resident, said he wanted to make it clear that while there were two members of the Planning Commission (PC) on the ad hoc committee, they were not there as PC representatives, and that they did not represent the position of the PC.

Randy Thomas, 121 Memorial Drive, noted that the three attorneys met. He asked Rod Beard to describe the meeting. Mr. Beard, the attorney representing Hill residents, said the issues over which the three met involved not having the streets as fully accessible. He said there was nothing to prevent the Township from making the streets private, and that the Township should not be tied to acceptance, although he said it was appropriate to do so in the future if desired. He reiterated that the homeowners’ association could own and maintain the emergency-only access, with a passable access and barriers. Supervisor Hameister asked why the attorneys had not discussed the one-way option. Mr. Beard responded that there is limited access with the roads using the other option. He added that the attorneys were all in agreement on the issues.

Supervisor Wilson questioned the one-way recommendation and asked if PennDOT could question the use. He added that he felt he did not have sufficient time to review and understand the scope of the project. Mr. Marshall said it was the Supervisors’ decision to make, not PennDOT’s, and noted that in the future the road and direction may be changed if needed. General discussion ensued regarding the Supervisors’ responsibility with the roads and the final plan.


Mr. Fanelli noted that, despite representation to the contrary, the three attorneys had some agreement, but were not all in agreement on all items. Mr. Beard acknowledged there was disagreement on using the community center as a non-residential building to negate the connectivity. He said since there was not a defined usage of the term within the ordinance that it was permissible to go to the dictionary definition. Mr. Fanelli disputed Mr. Beard’s assertions, and said it did not matter in this situation, that it did not indicate it is not permissible to connect the streets, and reiterated that the attorneys did not all agree, as Mr. Beard had portrayed.

Paul Weener, Planning Commission member and resident of Torrey Lane, said the Board was dealing with an ad hoc recommendation, but reminded the Board that they had correspondence from the Planning Commission, the Township staff, and the Township Engineer all recommending two-way access on Belle Avenue and Memorial Drive. He said Supervisor Wilson’s assertions aside, that many months and hours were spent by the aforementioned in discussion. He cited the traffic studies performed that there would not be overly excessive increases in vehicular traffic, and the knowledge that access could be made safe for the existing neighborhood. He said that key to the PC recommendation was that access would not create safety problems on either street. He added that by closing the streets off the problem is not eliminated, but moved somewhere else. Mr. Weener said the connection plan recommended by the PC minimized traffic concerns for both the old and new developments, and the Board should look at the evaluations to provide safety for future as well as current residents. He said that appointing an ad hoc committee of residents and using their recommendation to make a decision sets a bad precedence. By doing so, the Board will have to do the same in future developments when there is a difficult decision to make. Mr. Weener added that there have been hours of public hearing for input, and residents have not been excluded. He emphasized that it is the job of the Planning Commission, the professional staff, and the engineer to look at all aspects and recommend what is best. He said that disregarding a virtually unanimous recommendation from all of the bodies charged to evaluate the tentative plan by using an ad hoc committee was a bad precedent to set.

Supervisor Graham said his understanding was that the third phase would connect the two streets in about 6 to 10 years and that there is no way of knowing the impact. He said he did not believe it was practical to close off the streets, but to begin by having the streets open both ways. He maintained that both developments have the right to use the streets and allow both neighborhoods to benefit from safety and public access.


Mr. Thomas said he did not believe Mr. Fanelli had quoted the correct section of the Code when stating that access was required, and that it was taken out of context. He said that where Mr. Beard said it could be done, Mr. Fanelli said it could not. He distributed a handout to the Board. 


Mr. Beard gave his rationale for his position and said that the interpretation depended on how the question was asked that would determine the response given. He reiterated his position that the Board did not have to accept the roads as public and that they did not have to go by a strict application of the PRD Ordinance.

Mr. Fanelli stated that the PRD Ordinance does not prohibit connection of streets. He said that it is interesting to note that, while the MPC does give discretion and flexibility so that waiving PRD requirements may be given in most aspects, only the one Mr. Beard is citing, Section 7A of the Township’s PRD Ordinance, cannot be waived and that is being inconsistent. He reiterated that not only can the Township connect the streets, but that it is required to connect streets by the Ordinance.


Allen Neely, Belle Avenue, said he was in agreement with his neighbors against the Township, and asked the Board whose interest takes precedence. He suggested the Board review Mr. Beard’s letter and advised them on the kind of connection there could be for the two streets. He said it would be safer with no connections.


Mike Greene, 400 Belle Avenue and resident member of the ad hoc committee, reinforced the ad hoc committee’s process of limited access, or emergency-only if it was legal. He said that Mr. Beard was retained because Staff was overburdened. He questioned whether the traffic study supported connecting to the local streets. He said he disagreed with Mr. Weener and the studies, adding that the local residents are not being unreasonable. Supervisor Lee reminded Mr. Greene that this is a nation of laws, not people, and that there are underlying concerns with the ad hoc committee’s recommendation. 

Mr. Fanelli said he wanted to make it clear that the Township’s PRD Ordinance requires that roads are connected. He said that while much has been made of that issue, the Ordinance is clear in its intent. Mr. Marshall added that the ad hoc committee was not to be a method for getting around the Ordinance.


Cindy Kellerman, Memorial Drive, asked Mr. Fanelli why the Second Class Township Code was not discussed until recently, as the process has been eight months in developing. She said it appeared that the Township is looking for ways to prevent doing what the community wants. Mr. Fanelli responded that the Township is not searching to harm the residents and that the Second Class Township Code is the statute that administers and controls the governance of the Township. It is the first authority of what townships can do on their roads. Mr. Fanelli said that the MPC and the Second Class Township Code are what they are. He said he cannot address the past, and noted that there were no questions about the roads until the question arose whether the two roads in question had to be public.

John Shanahan, Lee Avenue, said he thought the ad hoc committee developed a good solution to the issue. He said he thought the solution satisfied most people. 

Jim Boyer, Memorial Drive and resident member of the ad hoc committee, said he wanted to correct what he saw as omission of some facts. He said the committee recommended emergency-only access, with the second option being the one-way into the development; the one-way recommendation was not the preferred decision. He then said that Mr. Weener’s remarks regarding the Township’s traffic study should be discarded, and that the Township should have used only the developers’ traffic study.

Mr. Seybert reviewed how the traffic study on the Hill was done. In particular he noted that after studying different scenarios the traffic impact was virtually the same. He added that safety and levels of service were also about the same, whether the streets were connected or not. Don Franson, Township Engineer, noted that the sidewalks were suggested to make the streets safer, because the residents had claimed the streets are currently unsafe from speeders, and additional traffic would make them more unsafe. General discussion ensued.

Mary Nousek, Lamp Post Lane, said because the streets are narrow and there are no sidewalks, she drives more safely. She disputed the notion that sidewalks would make the neighborhood safer.


Amanda Saxon, Belle Avenue, said she wanted to add a global perspective, since she was just coming new into the argument. She said she felt the house values are endangered by the new development, as people will not want to live on the Hill. While the Board feels one way, she asked who is better to decide what is unsatisfactory to the residents. Supervisor Lee suggested there should be a traffic count to assess the situation after the road is open a year.


Greg Fredericks, Outer Drive, asked if the Board was listening to the citizens, as it seemed they were trying to not accept the ad hoc committee recommendation. He recommended the one-way in option and that the decision be reassessed later. 


Ms. Liggett noted that she had said from the beginning that the orientation of the housing should not be entirely front-loaded garage style, and had repeatedly asked that the developers change some of the buildings by having rear or side facing garages. Supervisor Lee asked Ms. Liggett if there was a percentage she would like to see, such as 10 percent. Ms. Liggett responded that the current plan still shows 19 corner units, and that 10 percent of the entire development, or 28 units, with non-front loaded garages would be preferable to what is shown currently. Supervisor Lee said he would like to make it a requirement that 10 percent of the units have garages placed on the side or rear. Mr. Williams said the developers would look at the suggestion.


Chairman Warner asked if there were comments from staff. Ms. Liggett said one comment she had was that the June 8 plan showed connecting to Belle Avenue and Memorial Drive in Phase One. She noted that in earlier conversations, the developer had agreed to make these connections in Phase III. She suggested the later connection be included as a point in the terms and conditions of approval. Mr. Wagner, TriTech/Wagner, said the actual connection would not be until Phase Three. 

General discussion ensued regarding the traffic issues. Mr. Williams said the developers would contribute $62,500.00 for a traffic signal on Routes 322 and 45, subject to PennDOT’s Highway Occupancy Permit (HOP) and final cost, but that they would not contribute to the Mount Nittany Expressway off-ramp signal. 


Mr. Franson questioned TA’s unwillingness to contribute to the second signal, noting that the Township would have to pick up the entire cost, which would be shared by all Township residents. Mr. Seybert noted that traffic will increase because of adjacent development that would have to be mitigated through a traffic signal. He said that if PennDOT requires the second signal, it may be a condition of issuing the HOP. He said the second signal would be determined by PennDOT.

Supervisor Hameister said he would like to add the requirement of another $62,500.00 for the second signal to the motion. Mr. Seybert recommended that there should be a requirement that the developers post a bond greater than what is considered their share, but pay only the actual 50 percent of the cost for each light that is required.


The motion was as follows:

Vice-Chairman Hameister moved to approve the Harpster Farm Tentative PRD Plan as presented on May 5, 2006, subject to the following conditions:

1. Developer satisfactorily addresses the outstanding comments of the Zoning Officer, dated May 26, 2006;

2. Developer satisfactorily addresses the outstanding comments of CRPA, dated May 26, 2006;

3. Developer satisfactorily addresses the May 22nd findings of the ad hoc committee, including narrowing the cartways of both Memorial Drive and Belle Avenue where they meet the property line for the Liberty Hill development to the width of 12 or 14 feet, depending on the recommendation of the Town Engineer, and limiting access to both roads to one way in and installing appropriate signage to state “one way in”;
4. Developer satisfactorily addresses any comments generated by the Staff’s review of the latest set of plans submitted June 8, 2006;

5. Developer will not make any connections to Memorial Drive or Belle Avenue until the start of Phase III;

6. Developer will contribute $62,500 toward the construction of a traffic signal at Boal Avenue and Earlystown Road, subject to receipt of a highway occupancy permit from PennDOT;

7. Developer will contribute $62,500 toward the construction of a traffic signal at Earlystown Road and the off-ramp of Route 322, should PennDOT deem this signal to be needed during a review of the highway occupancy permits.

Supervisor Graham seconded the motion. The motion was approved, 4 to 1, with Supervisor Wilson voting against the motion.


The meeting was recessed at 10:30 p.m. Chairman Warner reconvened at 10:40 p.m.
B. Request from Pine Hall Associates for Sewer Service

Tom Songer presented a request to the Board for Pine Hall Associates to be included in the Sewer Service Area (SSA). He said the land totals 9.01 acres, and that he would be willing to enter into an agreement to not build more than 8 lots. He noted that public water serves the property and that sewer service has been in the areas adjacent to the parcels for several years. Mr. Songer maintained that for those reasons his property should be included in the SSA. He said that, since the decision on the Act 537 plan has not been finalized, he would like a positive recommendation from the Supervisors to be added to the properties for inclusion. He said he would like the Supervisors to endorse the inclusion of the property again, as they had in August 2005.

Supervisor Wilson said the parcel in question is zoned Forest. He said similar to Academy Street, the decision to recommend against the inclusion was made because it would place sewer service in the forest area and establish some precedence.



Supervisor Graham moved to recommend forwarding the Pine Hall Associates property to the General Forum for inclusion in the final Act 537 Plan, provided the development is limited to eight structures and there is an agreement drawn. Vice-Chairman Hameister seconded the motion. The motion was lost, 2 to 3, with Supervisors Graham and Hameister voting for the motion, and Supervisors Lee, Warner, and Wilson voting against.
C. Hauling Issue

Fred Dailey, Jr., 205 Shrineview Ave., addressed the Board about hauling stone to his property on Academy Street, and said he wanted to clarify some points from the Board meeting he did not attend in May. He said there were assumptions made. He questioned the weight cited regarding the truck as well as what were essential deliveries. He said he feels the deliveries of one to two loads of stone per year to maintain his driveway are essential, and that he had taken stone up in the past to build his house. He noted he had hauled 400 tons of shale from the Harpster tract since they did not have a way to remove it.

Supervisor Graham said the use of the hauled material was not the question at hand, but that of bonding the road against such loads. Mr. Dailey reiterated he believed what he was doing was essential.

Mr. Fanelli said that the definition of what constitutes essential delivery is difficult to characterize, and that generally it is delivery to a place. He said a load could be under weight, but if it is over the road needs to be bonded, particularly non-local deliveries. 

General discussion ensued.


Vice-Chairman Hameister moved to direct Staff to draft an ordinance and advertise a public meeting on hauling issues, with special interest in local deliveries. Supervisor Wilson seconded the motion. The motion was adopted unanimously.
D. Dog Ordinance

Rodney Beard spoke on behalf of Joe Russo, 228 West Pine Street, who had addressed the Board in May about amending the Dog Ordinance. Mr. Beard said video surveillance is admissible and that he had contacted Carmine Prestia, District Magisterial Justice in State College, who confirmed the admissibility. He said the issue is authentication and verification of the video. He said it would fall to the Ordinance Enforcement Officer for enforcement. Additionally, Mr. Beard said the Township may want to define what constitutes an annoyance, as well as add language that allows surveillance. He said he was willing to draft language for the Township to include in the ordinance. He said that excessive and consistent barking that offend ordinary sensibilities needs to be clarified and defined, and questioned what defines sustained and excessive.

General discussion ensued. 


Mr. Shea recommended that the State College Police Department file charges with such an ordinance, as the Ordinance Enforcement Officer has no experience in these matters.


Supervisor Lee stated that the Board was willing to look at a draft of a proposed ordinance at its next meeting. By general consensus the Board asked Rod Beard to draft language and present it at their next meeting.
E. Resolution 06-12: CATA Budget

Supervisor Lee moved to adopt Resolution 06-12, approving CATA’s 2006-2007 budget. Supervisor Wilson seconded the motion. The motion was adopted unanimously.
F. Boalsburg Village Merchants Request

Ms. Farkas reported that the Boalsburg Merchants are planning a Street Dance and Party on Friday, July 7th from 8:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m., featuring music as well as food provided by the vendors from the Township. She said the group is requesting that Main Street from Tennis Alley to Church Street be closed from 7:00 p.m. to 10:30 p.m. Parking would be allowed up to the Diamond. Also, the merchants requested the use of the green space in front of Wesley Scott’s.

Supervisor Lee moved to approve the closure of Main Street from Tennis Alley to Church Street and the use of the green space on the Diamond for the Boalsburg Merchants Street Dance and Party on July 7th from 7:00 p.m. to 10:30 p.m. Supervisor Wilson seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

G. Resolution 06-13: Extension of Cable Franchise

Supervisor Lee moved to adopt Resolution 06-13, extending the cable franchise agreement with Adelphia until December 31, 2006. Vice-Chairman Hameister seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

H. Milk Marketing Board Request 

Ms. Farkas noted that she and Vice-Chairman Hameister had met with Keith Bierly and Heidi Svonavec from the Milk Marketing Board on May 30th. They are putting a video together to air statewide that will demonstrate other jobs available in the dairy industry. She noted that the video would be filmed in Centre County.

Vice-Chairman Hameister moved to approve the sponsorship of a program on C-NET for the Milk Marketing Board. Supervisor Lee seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

I. Sale of Township Property

Ms. Farkas reported that residents Allen Jacobson and Jim Sylves had approached the Township about purchasing a .493 acre-piece of Kaywood Park land. The land is located off of Montclair Lane and at one time it was proposed as the entrance to the park. The land has never been used and is not maintained by the Township. The proposed price is $1,500.00 for the .114 acre piece being purchased by Mr. Jacobson, and $1,000.00 for the .063 acre piece being purchased by Mr. Sylves. She added that the Township Solicitor was drawing up a sales agreement for the land.
